The area is served by excellent
transport links providing quick access into the City
within 15 minutes or Central London with 25 minutes.

Facilities at the marina include secure moorings
with CCTV, toilets, showers, laundry, pump-out,
wi-fi, secure bike storage, access to a fuel barge
and the ability to secure private car parking on
request. An Aquavista mooring also includes
additional benefits, including free visitor nights
at other Aquavista marinas, arrival assistance
and a knowledgeable on-site crew to help you
navigate every step of your boating journey.

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LIMEHOUSE WATERSIDE & MARINA

Limehouse Docklands Light Railway (DLR) station
is immediately to the north of the marina and
provides frequent services to Bank, Tower Hill,
Canary Wharf and Greenwich. There are also
bus stops on nearby Commercial Road which

go to the City and Stratford.

Canary Wharf has an excellent range of shops which
can be reached in 10 minutes by Docklands Light
Railway (DLR) or a gentle 25 minute walk along the
Thames Path. Local supermarkets are also located
close to Limehouse Basin.

There are many bars, restaurants and a cinema
at Canary Wharf, as well as a number of good
riverside pubs within a few minutes’ walk. Other
local attractions include Mile End Park, Museum
of London Docklands and Whitechapel Gallery.

Exploring London'’s extensive canal and river network
is easy from Limehouse Basin. The Regent’s Canal

is accessed immediately to the north of the Basin

and winds its way over 8 2 miles through East to
West London. The route passes through Islington,
King’s Cross, Regent’s Park, Paddington and on to
Little Venice where it meets the start of the Grand
Union Canal. From here you can continue on to
Brentford and join the River Thames or travel north to
Birmingham. Alternatively, cruising out of the Basin to
the east along the Limehouse Cut will provide access
to the Rivers Lee & Stort. From here you can explore
the Queen Elizabeth Olympic Park by boat or, enjoy

the rich habitats and open spaces within the Lee Valley

Regional Park.

Limehouse Waterside & Marina is a tranquil location within
easy reach of Central London making it an ideal marina for
long term mooring or visiting the capital and its many attractions.
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This modern marina is arguably one of
the best-connected marinas in the whole

of London and offers a unique way to

enjoy waterside life in the capital city.

Poplar Waterside & Marina is situated in an enviable
location next to Canary Wharf and opposite the
Millennium Dome.

The gated marina offers residents an excellent
array of facilities and services, including 24
hour CCTV, electricity and water provided to
each berth, wi-fi, modern toilets and showers,
laundry, pump-out, outside communal space
and a customer lounge.

Canary Wharf Jubilee line, DLR and the new Elizabeth
Line are just a short walk away with fast underground
and overground connections into the City and Central
London. Also within a few minutes’ walk is Blackwall
DLR which provides services to the Royal Docks and
London City Airport. Canary Wharf also has a river
bus stop, where you can board the Thames Clipper
services into central and west London.

Two excellent shopping offers are provided by Canary
Wharf (10 minutes’ walk) and Westfield Shopping
Centre in nearby Stratford (16 minutes by DLR

or 30 minutes by bus). The Marina is also next to
Billingsgate Fish Market and within easy reach of
Whitechapel and Greenwich markets.

West India Quay is just 10 minutes’ walk away. As
well as a good mix of bars and restaurants, there’s
an excellent 10 screen cinema and the Museum of
London Docklands. Canary Wharf hosts a year-
round arts and events programme including music

performances, light shows and public art installations.

Nearby Wood Wharf (currently under development)
will create over 9 acres of riverside parklands and
gardens. Another popular walking route is to take
the Greenwich Foot Tunnel from Island Gardens
beneath the Thames to Greenwich where you can
visit the majestic Cutty Sark, Old Royal Observatory
and National Maritime Museum.

From Poplar Waterside & Marinq, it's a short cruise
on the River Thames and its tributary Bow Creek
before you reach the gentle River Lee Navigation in
Bow. Within 30 minutes’ you will arrive at the Queen
Elizabeth Olympic Park where you can take in some
iconic Olympic venues or stop for lunch in one of

the many waterside restaurants. Alternately, cruising
the River Thames to the west is a great way to see the
capital from a different perspective. Within 3-4 hours,
boaters reach Teddington Lock and the start of some
beautiful villages and towns along the non-tidal River
Thames.

Poplar Waterside & Marina
offers a great community spirit
within a short walk of Canary
Wharf. Poplar’s Waterside Crew
are experienced and are always

available to help berth holders.

The Pavillions Shopping Centre is situated in the
heart of Uxbridge and includes large department
stores, small independent retailers and high street
chains. Less than a mile away is a large supermarket
and out of town retail park.

Nearby Colne Valley Regional Park covers more than
43 square miles, it features lush green countryside,
pleasant villages with traditional country pubs, bustling
towns, river, lake and canal-side walks. It is a world

of spectacular diversity and hidden gems, a superb
recreational resource. There are also many bars,
restaurants and a cinema in Uxbridge Town Centre.

There's miles of lock-free cruising to enjoy being
based at Packet Boat Waterside & Marina. Heading
downstream and then eastwards on the Grand Union
Canal will take you all the way to Paddington and
the picturesque Little Venice. Heading west, you can
meander along the Slough Arm or cruise north into
the Colne Valley and Hertfordshire.

There is a small additional charge for use of the laundry
facilities. Additional benefits, such as car parking vary
from marina to marinag, so please ask for further details.
Mooring fees (payable directly to Aquavista Watersides
Ltd) can be paid by monthly or annual direct debit.
